Subject: Women in the Public Sphere and Their Role in the Development of the
Institution of Regency in Byzantium (4th-11th c.)

Summary: In Byzantine society, public space was predominantly construed as a male
domain —a privileged arena wherein male figures demonstrated their efficacy and, by
extension, affirmed their masculinity. The perceived threat of its “feminization”
remained a persistent concern, prompting the establishment of specific political and
moral codes intended to safeguard the masculine nature of the public sphere.
Nevertheless, this normative order was frequently contested or disrupted, both overtly
and covertly.

Within the framework of this seminar, attention will be directed toward prominent
female figures who, during the period under investigation, actively sought to
influence —and, in several cases, succeeded in shaping —the course of the Byzantine
Empire, thereby contributing to the development of key aspects of its institutional and
political structures. Their diverse interventions extended across nearly all spheres of
the Empire’s internal governance and foreign policy.

The analysis will foreground evidence indicating the permeability between the private
and public realms in Byzantium, highlighting instances in which women’s private
authority infiltrated and even transformed the public sphere. These cases challenged
the prevailing ideological construct of Late Antiquity, according to which the public
domain was expected to thoroughly permeate the private sphere with its values and,
ideally, to mold it accordingly.



Particular emphasis will be placed on the institution of regency, which crystallized
during the Middle Byzantine period as a response to the recurrent problem of
underage emperors ascending the throne. This development was a corollary of the
increasing formalization of hereditary succession. Central to the function of the
regency was the role of the empress mother, who often emerged either as the sole
imperial representative or as part of a collective regency council. Her participation
contributed significantly to the broader legitimization of female authority within the
imperial framework.

The seminar will undertake a systematic examination of the constitutional formation
and organizational structure of the regency, the legal foundations underpinning the
exercise of authority by the regent(s), and the temporal limitations of such mandates.
The overarching aim is to illuminate the role of imperial women in consolidating this
institution and, more broadly, to underscore the exceptional — within the context of the
medieval world — phenomenon of female rulership in Byzantium between the 7th and
11th centuries.

Summary: The concept of a renaissance in modern historiography describes a distinct
period of civilisation characterised by a renewed interest in and revival of "classical"
traditions, occurring across the globe, including Western Europe, Byzantium, the
Islamic world, China, and Japan. The idea of a single, unique “Renaissance,” primarily
reflected in the vibrant Italian urban culture, was once dominant in European
historiography until the early 20th century but is now considered outdated. A key
aspect of each renaissance is its connection to a fresh beginning, marked by the revival
of classical models alongside new perspectives on life and innovative ideals in cultural
progress.

This seminar aims to provide a comprehensive exploration of the historical and
cultural contexts of the Palaiologan and the Italian renaissances in their development
and interaction. In this context, we will focus on examining the term "renaissance" and
how it is interpreted or challenged by Byzantinists and Medievalists. We will also
consider the geography of the intellectual movement in Byzantium and Italy, the
periodisation of the movement for art historians, the history of literature and science,
the educational ideal of Humanistic paideia, the identification of mentalities,
emotions, and self-awareness, the main orientations of Humanists and artists in both
Byzantium and Italy, and the influence of Italian art on various aspects of Byzantine
culture.

Subject: From the Emirate of Crete to Regno di Candia: art and archaeology of Crete,
9th-15th c.

Summary: With its strategic location and rich agricultural production, Crete has
always played a central role in the geopolitical and economic developments of the
Mediterranean region. Its conquest by Arabs from Andalusia in the early 9th century



(820s) shaped new conditions for maritime routes, establishing a new network of
political and cultural trans-Mediterranean contacts that remains largely unexplored.
The reconquest of the island by Nikephoros Phokas (961) and its reintegration into the
Byzantine Empire is seen as a key event in the recovery and restructuring of the
Eastern Roman Empire.

After the Fourth Crusade, the Venetians' conquest of Crete and the subsequent long
period of Venetian rule (1211-1669) shaped the island's unique cultural identity during
the late Middle Ages. The process of osmosis that resulted from the forced coexistence,
conflicts, and compromises between two communities— Venetians and Greeks — of
different sizes and political influence prompts modern researchers to attempt to
reconstruct the mentalities and conditions of coexistence that led to the so-called
"Cretan Renaissance.” The aim of the seminar is, through historiographic research, the
study of material remains and written sources, to focus on the cultural phenomena
that characterised medieval Crete from the Arab conquest to the end of the 15th
century, revisiting or challenging established historic and art historical interpretations.

Subject: Middle Byzantine church architecture of the Aegean Sea islands and Crete

Summary: During the Middle Byzantine period, church architecture flourished both
in Constantinople and in the provinces of the Byzantine Empire. The 10th century saw
the crystallization of the cross-in-square domed type, the predominant achievement of
medieval Byzantine architecture. Innovations in church architecture spread from
Constantinople to the periphery, where local trends developed, among which the
dynamic “Helladic School” stands out. In this context, the position of the Aegean Sea
islands and Crete in architectural production is of particular interest. The islands seem
to have followed the new developments hesitantly and conservatively, and only in a
few cases did they fully adopt the architecture of the two major “Schools” of the time.
On the other hand, in Crete, after its liberation from the Arabs in 961, the rebuilding
of new churches made use of elements of the “School of Constantinople”, again in a
conservative manner. The aim of the seminar is to focus on this chapter of Middle
Byzantine church architecture and to examine the particularities of this geographical
unity, seeking their historical interpretation.

The reuse or not of old places of worship and the reasons
for non-reuse, the perspective from which ancient sanctuaries are viewed by Christian
writers, the similarities and differences in the image of the city before and after the
prevalence of Christianity, the change in the concept of public space and attempts at
encroachment, are some of the questions that will be raised in this seminar.

Subject: Mentalities, emotions and communication networks of humanists and
artists in Byzantium and Italy during the “Renaissance” (13th-16th century).

Summary: The concept of a renaissance in modern historiography describes a distinct
period of civilisation characterised by a renewed interest in and revival of "classical"
traditions, occurring across the globe, including Western Europe, Byzantium, the
Islamic world, China, and Japan. The idea of a single, unique “Renaissance,” primarily
reflected in the vibrant Italian urban culture, was once dominant in European
historiography until the early 20th century but is now considered outdated. A key
aspect of each renaissance is its connection to a fresh beginning, marked by the revival
of classical models alongside new perspectives on life and innovative ideals in cultural
progress.

This seminar aims to provide a comprehensive exploration of the historical and
cultural contexts of the Palaiologan and the Italian renaissances in their development
and interaction. In this context, we will focus on examining the term "renaissance" and
how it is interpreted or challenged by Byzantinists and Medievalists. We will also
consider the geography of the intellectual movement in Byzantium and Italy, the
periodisation of the movement for art historians, the history of literature and science,
the educational ideal of Humanistic paideia, the identification of mentalities,
emotions, and self-awareness, the main orientations of Humanists and artists in both
Byzantium and Italy, and the influence of Italian art on various aspects of Byzantine
culture.

Subject: Comparative Topography of Constantinople and Thessalonica (4" -9* c.)

Summary: The postgraduate seminar comparatively examines the formation and
urban development of two important urban centers at the European lands of the
Byzantine Empire from Late Antiquity to the definitive end of the iconoclastic crisis in
the mid-9th century; namely, on the one hand, Constantinople, from the moment of
the selection of the provincial city of Byzantium as the new 'Christian' capital of the
Roman Empire, and on the other hand, Thessalonica, which was gradually
transformed from a tetrarchic imperial seat into a Christian metropolis following the
model of the Byzantine capital. The main characteristics of the structured urban fabric
will be reconstructed, issues related to urban development and architectural
composition as means of imperial propaganda will be discussed, the relationship
between the two cities will be traced in terms of the use of architecturally structured
public space for processions and outdoor secular or religious ceremonies.
Additionally, the most important monuments of the early Byzantine and Transitional
periods, as well as their structural restorations up to the mid-9th century, will be
examined in detail.
